May 19, 2012 - Show Date – (10AM-8PM) 
No rain date 
No refunds will be made due to inclement weather 
 
Show Info 
Each exhibitor will be provided with a 10x10’ display area.   
 
Each exhibitor is responsible for their own booth setup.  No 
tables, tents or chairs will be provided by the festival.  Crafts 
should be attractively displayed.  Table covers should be used 
for tables, etc.  
 
Nonreturnable photos, digital photos or websites must be 
submitted with the application for the show (See application 
process). 
  
Parking is provided for exhibitors at the Greek Orthodox 
Church at 227 Cumberland Ave. – just east of the festival. 
 
Juried Artwork 
 
Competing for prizes is optional. An additional 
fee of $45.00 is required for consideration. 
 
The judge or judges will be qualified individuals having a 
background in the arts and crafts field.   
 
The judging will begin at 11AM.  on the day of the festival. 
 

Prizes 
1st, 2nd and 3rd  prizes will be awarded;  1st prize will receive 
$200 and  free acceptance into the 2013 festival.  2nd and 3rd  
prize winners will each receive $100. 
 
Festival Show Rules 
1.  Artists and craftspeople must be present to display their own 
work.     
 
2.  Exhibitors may set up between 7-9:30 am  and  must remain 
in place until 6PM.  No late arrivals, please.   
Exhibitors must remove their display by 8PM.  Booths and 
artwork should be dropped at the booth site.  Setup may begin 
only after the vehicle has been removed from the festival site. 
No vehicles are allowed on the festival site after 9:30AM. Or 
before the music ends 
 
3.  Exhibitors are encouraged to demonstrate, electricity can be 
provided for an additional $25.00 fee.  You must provide your 
own commercial weight (UL listed for outdoor use)  grade 
extension cord 200 ft long. No generators are allowed.  Contact 
Ross Terry with any questions 828 280-7439. No generators are 
allowed.  
 
4.  Artwork must be original in design and execution. 
Commercially manufactured items or kits are not allowed 
 
5.  Each exhibitor will be responsible for collecting and 
remitting North Carolina State and local sales tax. 
 
6.  The Montford Neighborhood Association, its sponsors and 
employees cannot be held liable for any loss or damage to 
displays or artwork. 
 
7.  Booths may be shared by artists, however, each artist must 
pay the full jury fee if applicable.  A two-person team 
producing a product may qualify as a single exhibitor. 
 
8.  Festival coordinators reserve the right to request the removal 
of any work that differs from the samples submitted. 

 
9.  Display areas will be located on the pavement.  Exhibitors 
are not allowed to nail into the pavement to secure their booth. 
Weights must be used on each tent pole. 
 
10.  Exhibitors are not allowed to keep pets at the festival site 
during the festival. Doggy daycare is available. 
 
Application Process 
Each artist  must submit a total of 4 examples of their work via 
hardcopy,. email or specified on website.  Three of the slides or 
photographs must represent the type of work that will be 
displayed during the show.  The fourth slide or photograph must 
show the booth display with the work visible 
 
Photographs, if submitted, should be labeled on the back with 
the artist’s name and medium. They are not returnable. 
 
Art Festival Fees 
Each application must be accompanied by two checks, one for 
$45 (jurying fee), and one for $100.  If a booth is shared and 
each participant wants to be judged, each must submit the $45 
jury fee. 
The jury fee is optional and non-refundable.
